Larry Kindel made a motion to approve the minutes for the March 10,
2010 Building Standards Commission meeting. Louis Gill seconded the

OLD BUSINESS

BRIEFING AND DISCUSSION CONCERNING THE COMMUNICATION
BETWEEN STAFF AND BOARD MEMBERS:
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ITEM 5)

Mr. Byal explained that staff will do their best to get information to the
Commission in a timely manner and to give them notice at least a week in
advance if there will be a Building Standards meeting or not. Mr. Gana
asked if there are going to be meetings every month. Kevin Byal stated
meetings will only be called when there is an action item that needs to be
discussed.

Mr. Gana asked if an agenda item can be placed on each agenda for the
purpose of the commission to bring up properties that need to be
investigated. Mr. Byal indicated that this can be accomplished.

Louis Gill asked how the City notifies residents of the Building Standard
meetings. Mr. Byal said meeting notices are posted on the City’s website.
Additionally, there is a link where residents can sign up to receive email
notifications or text messages about City events, including meeting
agendas. The agenda is also posted in the glass case outside of City Hall.
Meeting notification is also posted in the newspaper.

BRIEFING AND DISCUSSION CONCERNING THE STATUS OF THE
FOLLOWING PROPERTIES: 3608 Oak Drive, 2605 24" Street, 1605
Oleander, 4806 E 30" St and 4826 E 35'" St.

Kevin Byal showed a power point of the demolition of 3608 Oak Drive. Mr.
Byal informed the Commission that the property owner will still be
responsible for maintaining the property and that it is still listed with a
reatltor.

In regards to 2605 24™ St, Mr. Byal explained to the Commission that
council rejected the bid on the apartment complex. The structure is a
commercial property and will need an asbestos survey before demolition
can begin. Staff is making every effort to get the property owner to do the
asbestos survey and demolition. Lee Gana stated we will leave this item
on the agenda for next month.

Cynthia Smith let the Commission know we have begun the notification
process again on 1605 Oleander, she has received a return receipt on the
letter sent to the current property owner but has not received a response
from them at time of meeting. Item will be left on the agenda for next
month.

Ms. Smith let the Commission know that demolition would begin on 4806
30" St as soon as work was done at 3608 Oak

In regards to 4826 E 35", Cynthia Smith let the Commission know the
owner had been in contact with Jennifer Fisk asking if he could do the
demolition. ltem will be left on the agenda for next month.
