district, described as 1.553 acres of land in the Perry & 
Austin League, Reserve A, Bayou Village, City of Dickinson, 
Galveston County, Texas, generally located south of FM 517 
West and East of Armand Dr. with the approximate address 
of 408 FM 517 West.

TOPIC:   A request for a Site Development Plan approval for the 
development of a Dollar General retail store located on property 
legally described as 1.553 acres out of Reserve A (Commercial), 
Amending Plat of Bayou Village, Plat No. 2004A, Map No. 139; 
GCMR in the Perry & Austin League, Abstract 19, City of 
Dickinson, Galveston County, Texas, generally located south of 
FM 517 West and East of Armand Dr.  
 

 

BACKGROUND:   The applicant is proposing to build a Dollar General retail store 
and has submitted the required application and supporting 
documents. 
 
 Applicant –  Zaremba Group, LLC 
 Property Owner – Vijay Mishra 
 Site & Surrounding Area – The lot fronts on the south side of  

West FM 517, and east of Armand Dr. The address will be 
408 West FM 517. The property is currently vacant with heavy 
vegetation. The adjacent zoning districts are Conventional 
Residential to the south, General Commercial to the east and 
Neighborhood Commercial to the west. 

 Access – This site will be accessed via West FM 517 
 Fire – Fire Station #2 at 221 FM 517 West is less than 2 

blocks away. 
 Zoning History – Since the inception of zoning, this property 

has  been zoned “NC”

TOPIC:   Discussion and Direction Concerning elements of the 
proposed Highway 3 Overlay Zoning District. 
 

 

BACKGROUND:   At the April 19, 2011 Planning & Zoning Commission meeting 
staff presented the revised boundaries for the Highway 3 Overlay 
Zoning District. Staff adjusted the boundaries as directed by the 
Commission and presented them to the City Council at their May 
10, 2011 work session.  
 
Additionally, the Overlay district applicability language was edited 
to remove the reference to 2,000 square feet as directed by the 
Commission. It too was presented to the City Council at their May 
10, 2011 work session. The revised language is provided for your 
review. 
 
Concerning building character, the consensus of the Commission 
is to look at examples of various building facades to replicate 
historic Dickinson. Examples will be provided for review and 
discussion.  
 
City Administrator Julie Johnston will discuss these items with the 
Commission at the meeting.

PROPOSED APPLICABILITY LANGUAGE FOR 
HIGHWAY 3 OVERLAY DISTRICT 

(Revised 4-19-2011) 
 
 

I) Applicability 
 

A) Buildings and uses in existence on the effective date of this Overlay are not 
required to comply with the 720 Corridor Overlay District requirements except as 
required by this sub-section. 

 
B) The requirements of the Overlay District shall apply to non-residential land uses.  
 
C) New construction may increase the square footage of an existing building by ten 

percent (10%) up to a maximum of 2,000 square feet, one time only, before 
having to meet the requirements of the 720 Corridor Overlay District. 

 
D) The development standards and regulations set forth in the Highway 3 Overlay 

District are superimposed and shall supersede the standards and regulations of a 
property’s underlying zoning district and the applicable subdivision regulations 
where in conflict and shall apply as the minimum standards for any Planned 
Development (PD) District utilized in the Highway 3 Overlay District. 
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
