 BURN BAN ENACTED FOR BRAZORIA COUNTY

June 27, 2005

Due to current dry conditions, the Brazoria County Commissioners’ Court on this date approved an Order Prohibiting Outdoor Burning in the unincorporated area of Brazoria County.


Violation of the Court’s Order prohibiting outdoor burning is a Class C misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.00.  Under this Order, the burning of household trash is permitted, providing it is burned in an enclosed container with a mesh cover.  Any questions regarding outdoor burning should be directed to the Brazoria County Environmental Health Department at Courthouse extension 1600.


Although fireworks will not be banned for the upcoming Independence Day holiday, the Court does ask local fireworks dealers to voluntarily withhold the sale of “skyrockets” and “missiles” as a precautionary measure.  Citizens are asked to use extreme caution when using fireworks of any kind.
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
